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Plano de Ensino: Tópicos Especiais em Economia Política – 2 créditos 
 

Neoliberalismo, Democracia e Desenvolvimento 
 
 
Professor da Disciplina: Alfredo Saad Filho, SOAS Universidade de Londres

Neste curso examinam-se aspectos selecionados do processo de desenvolvimento no mundo atual, a 
partir da perspectiva da economia política. No curso, serão abordados: (a) o conceito de sistemas de 
acumulação enquanto fases do capitalismo; (b) o neoliberalismo enquanto corpo teórico e enquanto 
sistema de acumulação dominante no mundo capitalista a partir dos anos 1980; (c) a transição para o 
neoliberalismo nos países de economia avançada, de renda média, e pobres; (d) as origens e 
consequências da crise internacional iniciada em 2007; (e) os aspectos políticos do neoliberalismo, 
especialmente sua relação com a democracia, e (f) as causas e consequências da ascensão recente 
do autoritarismo neoliberal. 
 
Ao longo do curso, a teoria básica é combinada com aplicações especialmente para os países em 
desenvolvimento, usando exemplos de vários países, com o Brasil em destaque. É dada ênfase 
especial às mudanças no ambiente internacional nas últimas décadas, e suas implicações para as 
políticas e perspectivas dos países em desenvolvimento. 
 
Haverá nove sessões de 3h20’ ao longo de três semanas, incluindo a análise de temas teóricos, 
conceituais, históricos, econômicos e políticos (total: 30h/aula). As sessões incluem atividades dos 
alunos, especialmente apresentações de textos e de trabalhos. 
 
Os principais objetivos neste curso são: 
 

• Analisar criticamente algumas das teorias mais importantes do desenvolvimento, destacando as 
principais diferenças em metodologia, supostos, lógica interna e suas implicações políticas. 

• Identificar o conceito de sistemas de acumulação enquanto fases do capitalismo. 

• Discutir o neoliberalismo enquanto corpo teórico e enquanto sistema de acumulação dominante no 
mundo capitalista a partir dos anos 1980;  

• Avaliar a natureza e as implicações das transições para o neoliberalismo. 

• Analisar os aspectos políticos do neoliberalismo, especialmente sua relação com a democracia.  

• Discutir diferentes explicações para a atual crise global e suas implicações para os países em 
desenvolvimento. 

• Examinar as causas da virada autoritária do neoliberalismo, e suas consequências. 
 
Ao final do curso, os alunos serão capazes de: 
 

• Identificar e compreender alguns dos problemas e debates mais importantes no campo da 
economia política do desenvolvimento. 

• Examinar e comparar processos e problemas do desenvolvimento econômico em diferentes regiões 
do mundo, e entre países nessas regiões. 

• Compreender as implicações econômicas e políticas da transição neoliberal para os países em 
desenvolvimento. 

• Explicar a origem e as consequências econômicas e políticas da atual crise global para diferentes 
países. 

• Desenvolver suas habilidades analíticas e críticas, através do exame das principais ideias 
discutidas no curso. 

• Aprimorar sua capacidade de comunicação através de apresentações em seminários e discussões 
em sala de aula. 

 
O curso será intensivo em leituras, e espera-se que os alunos cumpram a carga de trabalho antes das 
respectivas aulas.
